Deering Oaks resident, Priscilla Walters and Hilary have discussed the land in areas around our neighborhoods that are unsightly and need to be cleaned out and weeds killed.  The City says there is no money in the budget to mow, clear or kill weeds.  Hilary has also had conversations with Selwyn & Picardy neighborhood leaders about resurrecting a SouthPark resident’s coalition and will later come up with a name for it.  They also hope to build relationship with city officials and politicians to strengthen the bond with the SouthPark leaders and neighborhoods.  In addition, the SouthPark retailers are banding together to build an ad campaign to boost business.  Initially, they had not included the surrounding neighborhoods, but it is Hilary’s goal to get the residential leaders and HOA’s involved also. On Monday 8/4/08, Priscilla and Hilary are to meet with the SouthPark Division of the Chamber of Commerce – hopefully to begin communicating & working together on a regular basis.
