Whereas: 

· Mecklenburg County has experienced phenomenal growth, adding an average of 80,000 new residents a year, which translates to more than 5,000 new students to our already overcrowded classrooms. 
· Many of Mecklenburg County’s existing schools are over 50 years old and are in need of major renovations particularly those in Charlotte’s inner neighborhoods. 

· We believe that regardless of where our students attend school, we have a responsibility to fund both new school construction and the renovation and updating of existing inadequate facilities in order to ensure a safe and adequate learning environments for all children. 
· The proposed bond referendum asks voters for approval to utilize bonds as a method to borrow money at the lowest possible rate for the purpose. 
 

Therefore be it resolved that the BDHOA Board strongly endorses the proposed bond package and encourages residents to consider voting "yes" on election day.
